Minds in Motion Learning & Literacy Program is a physical approach to 

learning helping children entering kindergarten to develop the language and 

literacy skills to become successful readers. Minds and Motion (MIM) is a 

program that reconnects the brain and the body to help children achieve their full 

potential.  The MIM program provides a series of physical integrative activities 

that fully develops the child vestibular and vision sensory systems correcting the 

physical issues that affect a childôs ability to learn and read.  

The Minds in Motion program was piloted at Tenth Street Elementary 

this year and will be implemented at the other four Anderson elementary schools 

in the Fall: Erskine, Valley Groove, East, and Anderson Elementary. Our District 

Simplified Grant will provide handbooks for teachers, materials for five 

elementary schools, and training for kindergarten and first grade teachers at the 

schools.  Each school will be provided with two stations that will include a 

balance beam, balance boards, bean bags and tumbling mat.  

The Minds in Motion Maze provides daily activities designed to develop 

and challenge a student's balance and learning capabilities. The students will be 

engaged in series of activities that improve their eye tracking, eye teaming, eye-

hand coordination, motor planning, general coordination, balance, body 

awareness, orientation, cross-lateral integration and spatial awareness.  

A workshop for elementary school teachers will be held at the Anderson 

Public Library on Thursday, June 3.   Candace Meyer, the founder and developer 

of the Minds in Motion program will be on hand for the three-hour workshop.  

The teacher workshop is free to teachers.  Funding for the workshop and 

the speaker's cost are provided by the Anderson Rotary Club, the Interact Club, 
and a grant from Rotary District 6560.
